Incomplete or Incorrect Application - If state employees or fiscal agent staff members find that you have completed the application incorrectly, they will return the material to you for revision.  They cannot make changes to the application.  All information submitted should be complete, legible and accurate.  All forms must be current.

Surety Bond - If you are a durable medical equipment provider, an independent laboratory, a home health agency, a physicians’ group with more than 50% non-physician ownership, or a non-emergency transportation provider you must submit a surety bond with your application.   Your application will be returned to you if the surety bond is not included.

Proof of Professional Liability Insurance – If you are a licensed professional, submission of proof of current liability insurance (minimum limits: $1million single/$3 million aggregate) is required, and you must keep your insurance current for the duration of your participation in this program.

Proof of CLIA Certification – providers of laboratory services must submit a copy of their CLIA Certificate of Compliance or Accreditation with their applications.

Other Submissions - Review the attached instructions carefully for additional materials that may need to be submitted with your application.

Social Security and Tax ID Numbers - All individual providers will enroll using their Social Security numbers, or, if individually incorporated, their federal tax identification numbers (FEIN). 

Payment for Services - Providers should not expect to be paid by FloridaSDC for services rendered to participants before they receive confirmation from the fiscal agent that they are enrolled in FloridaSDC.  
Mailing the Application - Before you send the application forms to the fiscal agent or to any state agency make a photocopy of the completed package for your files.   We recommend that you send the application by certified mail, return receipt requested.

The following checklist and subsequent descriptive pages are designed to assist you in determining which information you need to complete and return.  All information submitted is public record except social security numbers and federal employee identification number.
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
